About the Collection

The Canadian Collection contains over 300 titles which represent a variety 
of genres, musical styles, and Canadian composers.

Holdings include octavos for all voicings including unision, 2-part, treble 
choir, men’s choir, SATB, and double choir.

A Guidebook to the Canadian Collection, detailing 150 pieces from the 
Collection, is available to Choir Alberta members. All other holdings are 
available during office hours.

25-50 copies are available of most titles.

Out-of-town members may request browser packets whereby single 
copies are forwarded by post for a 1-month period free of charge.

Borrowing Procedures & Fees

Choirs/Institutions or Conductor/Educator members are eligible to bor-
row sets of scores from the Choir Alberta Canadian Collection.  All Choir 
Alberta  members are eligible to borrow single copies.

Requests can be placed through the Choir Alberta website, by telephone, 
or in person at the Choir Alberta office.

Orders can be picked up or shipped via Canada Post.

Scores 1-10 pages = $10/year (for a full set)
Scores 11-20 pages = $20/year (for a full set)
Large scores = $40/year (for a full set)
